Rationale

As to the definition of data types we can make the following observations:

Observations:

· TS 32.156 defines a few data types for common usage at stage 2.
· TS 28.623 Defines a few- common data types at stage 3 for REST. They have no corresponding stage 2 definition.

· TS 28.623 Defines or imports a few common data types at stage 3 for YANG. They have no corresponding stage 2 definition.

· There area many data types that are the same, but defined in multiple TS again and again.
This has the following implications

Implications:

· Stage 3 data type definitions have no corresponding stage 2 definitions.

· Data type definitions at stage 2 and stage 3 are repeated in different TS again and again.

Detailed proposal

To solve the issuers above the following is proposed:
· Define the stage 2 data type definitions for those defined already at stage 3.

· Define data typers for common usage at stage 2 and sdtage 3 once and reference them.

· Put the definitions mentioned in the previous two bullet points in one place.

· Question is which TS should be the home for this material

· It was suggested to put them in 28.622. We believe that common data types are not just for the Generic NRM. For example the definition of a geo area based on long/lat is not needed by the Generic NRM but is for sure a data type of common usage that is used for the definition of multiple NRMs.

· For that reason we propose to put the material in a dedicated new TS.
