All Solutions #7.1, #7.2, #7.3, and #7.4 solve Key issue #7.
Solutions #7.1 and #7.2 involve UE CCS, whereas solutions #7.3 and #7.4 are independant from UE CCS.Since it is expected for a UE to always be served by a UE CCS, Tenant may be served by different UE CCS(s), at least one of the solutions between Solution #7.1 and #7.2 or both of them are relevant. 
It can also be noted that Solutions #7.1 and #7.2 have a simplified option described by existing TS 32.255 [9] Annex D with the Combined UE CCS - Tenant CCS when the Communication Service Provider (CSP) and Network Slice Provider (NSP) are the same. 
[bookmark: _Toc125054932]The difference between Solution #7.1 and Solution #7.2 is the handling of the NS duration by the Tenant CCS: the Solution #7.2 relies on post-processing analysis of CDRs, whereas the Solution #7.1 needs  the Tenant CCS to be enhanced to support the calculation of NS duration in real-time.

It is concluded on Solution #7.2 to be normative work, without the interface between UE CCS and Tenant CCS per conclusion for Key Issue #9 in clause 6.9.5.  
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
