Rationale

In the TR 32.847 study there are several solutions proposed. We’ve found a couple of possible gaps on them. Specifically, the solutions related to the key issue 7 (Converged Charging for actual duration per network slice) seems to have something missing. It looks like the solution covers the charging of the amount of time a network slice is used, but it is not clear if and how it is possible to limit how long a network slice is available. The interface depicted (Chx) doesn’t look to be defined anywhere. 

Also, in terms of additional ways of charging the customer, considering the DNN should also be possible. We haven’t seen this possibility covered in the document.
