Issue#4.7:
Monitoring intent fulfilment information
4.7.1

Description
In TS 28.312 [2], MnS Producer can deploy or configure corresponding managed entities to satisfy the intent. During the execution of intention, MnS Producer continuously monitors intent fulfilment information . One scenario is that an intent may take a long period of policies execution to be satisfied. During the execution of the intent, something may happen, such as a new intent coming, a change in the execution environment. The MnS producer needs to monitor the intent fulfilment information so that policies can be adjusted in time. Another scenario is that the intent contains temporal information, such as when and for how long does the intent need to be satisfied. The MnS producer needs to response the intent fulfilment information to the MnS consumer at the beginning and during the execution of the intent.
REQ-Intent_execution_monitoring-CON-1: The intent driven MnS Producer should have the capability to allow the authorized MnS consumer to request intent fulfilment information periodically or event-triggered.
REQ-Intent_execution_monitoring-CON-2: The intent driven MnS Producer should have the capability to inform the authorized MnS consumer about intent fulfilment information periodically or event-triggered.

Potential solutions
See clause 4.5.2, intent fulfilment information is one kind of intent report information. Additionally, 
this solution extends the existing model in 28.312 [1] by adding new attributes to the Intent IOC to indicate when is to be executed and whether intent fulfilment information needs to be reported.
The following specific changes would be made:

Extend the Intent <<IOC>> with the following attributes:

- "executionTime", which is an Intent context, represents MnS consumer's requirements for the execution time of the intent. The intent will be executed at the required time. If "executionTime=immediately", the intent may be executed immediately.
-“monitorIndicator”, represents MnS consumer's requirements for the intent fulfilment information. If "monitorIndicator=default", the MnS consumer does not need to receive monitoring information. If "monitorIndicator=file/streaming report ", the  MnS consumer requests periodic feedback of monitoring fulfilment information based on file/streaming. If "monitorIndicator=subscribe", the MnS consumer subscribes to intent fulfilment information and receives notifications when an event is triggered. If "monitorIndicator=query", the MnS consumer will query the intent fulfilment information.
