Rationale
The current specifications (see e.g. TS 32.291 [1]) allow collecting the S-NSSAI of the network slice of the serving PLMN the SMF belongs to in the CDRs related to data exchanged over a PDU session which are sent to the V-CHF.

This however does not allow the V-SMF to keep track of the two S-NSSAIs an inbound roamer PDU session is associated with: the VPLMN S-NSSAI and the HPLMN S-NSSAI. We therefore propose that the V-SMF should be able to report to the V-CHF both the VPLMN S-NSSAI and the HPLMN S-NSSAI.

If this is not done it is possible the VPLMN cannot properly perform slice-aware charging for the roaming partners as it cannot differentiate for which HPLMN S-NSSAI the data was related to when e.g > 1 HPLMN network slice maps to the same VPLMN network slice, and also the HPLMN is generally not aware of the mapping of the HPLMN S-NSSAI to VPLMN S-NSSAI so having the mapping in CDRs helps to report per network slice charging information to the HPLMN.

In summary, the VPLMN SMF should be able to report:

1) the PLMN ID of the UE the PDU session is related to

2) the S-NSSAI of the VPLMN associated with the PDU session

3) he S-NSSAI of the HPLMN associated with the PDU session
