ch-b. The CHF creates a CDR for this API Invocation.
ch-c. The CHF acknowledges and grants authorization by sending Charging Data Response [Event] to the NEF. NEF performs the actions needed to fulfil the request. NEF . 
This solution is covered under solutions addressing Key issue#3 and Key issue#7, in which the Network Slice usage (volume and duration) is collected by the Tenant CCS, per S-NSSAI, and this, for each S-NSSAI of the group assigned to the Tenant.
