3 Justification

Performance Monitoring refers to the capability that reads measurement data off observed managed object(s) of the network and produces performance monitoring reports. It also refers to the control and configuration of performance thresholds for generation of  quality of service alarms.  

An Itf-N component that supports Performance Monitoring  needs to be defined.
4 Objectives

This work item encompasses specification of requirements in TS 32.104 related to the functionality that reads measurement data of observed managed object(s) of the network and produces performance monitoring reports. It also encompasses the functionality  for control and configuration of performance thresholds and for generation of  quality of service alarms. 

The reading frequency, and therefore, the production of performance monitoring reports, is determined by schedule and performance monitoring granularity. The schedule and performance monitoring granularity can be set. At the end of each granularity period, the included observed object(s) are being read, and the related performance monitoring reports are produced.

An Itf-N component that supports the functionality described above needs to be defined and described as a part of TS 32.104.

The following bullets describe actions that can be initiated to control performance monitoring. 

· Create, suspend, resume and delete the collection of measurement attribute values for managed objects.

· Define thresholds that will result in quality of service alarms. 

· Retrieve information about which measurements and thresholds that are initiated.

 The work item should also include analysis of how the Itf-N components described by the existing  Notification IRP, Alarm IRP and Basic-CM IRP can be used for Performance Monitoring.
