3	Rationale
The GSMA GST also known as NG.116 see references [3,4 and 5] is one of the main inputs to the network slicing requirements captured in the use cases, requirements and solutions in TS 28.531, see reference [2] and the definition of the ServiceProfile attributes in clause 6.4 of TS 28.541, see reference [1]. Survey of the SA5 specifications shows that the NG.116 is only referenced in TS 28.531 and TS 28.541 respectively as follows:

- Annex L in TS 28.541 describes the relationship between the GST and the ServiceProfile
Observation 1: TS 28.531 and TS 28.541 reference different version of NG.116 which is not an issue, but the versions referenced are from the time both TS 28.531 and TS 28.541 were being developed and matured. 
Observation 2: When a developer wants to verify the original slicing requirements and use cases, the latest version of NG.116 would be most logical to use as reference. However, the specifications TS 28.531 and TS 28.541 reference older versions of the NG.116. Extra effort is needed for the developer to understand the impact of referencing the latest GST. 
Observation 3: The GSMA published the first version of the Generic Network Slice Template, NG.116 [5] in May 2019 and the latest version in January 2023, see reference [3].  
Observation 4: The relationship between the GSMA GST and ServiceProfile is described in TS 28.541 [1] in Annex L. The mapping GST to ServiceProfile was drafted (and later maintained for a number of meetings) by Huawei and China Telecom. This mapping information was captured in a living document S5-196344. This work was initiated to TS 28.541 Rel-16 by contribution S5-196867, see reference [6] as part of work item MA5SLA. Now that the GST to ServiceProfile mapping seems stable the full mapping could be added to Annex L.
Conclusion 1: Based on the observations, the group concludes that it may be beneficial for the community using the network slicing specifications to see the specifications TS 28.531 and TS 28.541 updated to reflect the latest version of the GST.
Conclusion 2: Based on inspection of the information captured on the relationship between ServiceProfile and GST in Annex L of TS 28.541, the group concludes that this overview is missing from Annex L.
