The number of RRCReconfiguration carrying the UE assistance information configuration for each feature is used to derive the percentage of the RRC connections which are enabled to potentially use the related UAI feature. Furthermore, the number of UEAssistanceInformation messages received by the network for each particular UAI feature can be utilized to quantify what percentage of the UAI-enabled RRC connection are utilizing the corresponding UAI feature. Furthermore, the network can incorporate this information to only enable the UE assistance information features for the devices which are supporting these features.
