Expectation for moderator’s coordination output:

Use S5-236126“OAM collection of Rel-19 potential topics” in SA5#150 as starting point for discussion. With taking into account of Rel-19 discussion in other related groups and align the scope.
-
According to the SA guidelines in SP-230746, “A Moderator should be assigned to lead technical discussions on SI/WI, focusing on technical objectives, work tasks, and TU budget estimates. Moderator may/may not become a Rapporteur”. This work should be initiated by the moderator with an email thread, and continued until a SID and corresponding WID is ready for agreement at SA5#152 and submission to SA#102 (Dec.).

Possibly the WIDs could be prepared and agreed a bit later. Thus it may be good to have a first WID version ready already to SA#102, which should be possible as the WID objectives should be similar as the SID objectives for the same topic (every topic has a pair of SID and WID unless the study concludes that no normative work is needed). Then the WID may later be revised (or withdrawn) to take into account the outcome of the study.
