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Status report of SA5 Rel-19 23Q3 moderated discussion – EZTO
Based on S5-236126 [1], SA5 Rel-19 23Q3 moderated discussion - Effectiveness of Zero-touch Orchestration and Management (EZTO) [2] is created in ETSI NWM after SA5#150 meeting. The status of the moderated discussion until CET 14:00 on Sep. 29th is summarized as following.

- Nokia, Ericsson LM, TELEFONICA S.A. and Samsung R&D Institute UK give comments on clause 3.1 Justification of version 0.0.2 in the NWM.

- Nokia, Ericsson, TELEFONICA think the justification clause is more like a survey.

- Samsung suggest to provide an example of KEI.

- According to the comments received above, China Mobile (moderator) add more descriptions including examples in the clause 3.1 Justification of version 0.0.3 and reply to each of the comments.

- Nokia, Ericsson LM give comments on clause 3.2 Objective of version 0.0.2 in the NWM.

- According to the comments received above, China Mobile (moderator) suggest to remove Objective 1) and 2), and merge Objective 3) and 4), revise Objective 5) in clause 3.2 Objective of version 0.0.3 and reply to each of the comments except for Objective 6) and 7).
- The latest version until CET 14:00 on Sep. 29th is version 0.0.3.

- After version 0.0.3 is promoted, no further comment is received until CET 14:00 on Sep. 29th.

- S5-236764 “New SID on effectiveness of zero-touch orchestration and management” is based on version 0.0.3 and proposed to SA5#151 meeting for further discussion.
