The number of automation functions are increasing in the RAN, the core network and in the management system. For them the need for input data on session basis is increasing using QoE, trace and MDT etc.
There are already a number of measurements specified in Rel-18 and earlier, that needs management support:
· Random Access (RA) Report
· Successful Handover Report (SHR)
· Successful PSCell Change Report (SPR)
· Mobility History Information (MHI) Report
· Xn message UE History Information (UHI)

There are also discussions in RAN regarding new Trace and MDT work for SON for Rel-19 in RP-232624. If the management support is going to come in the same release as the RAN feature, the coming normative RAN work needs to have a place holder.
