	The EDGEAPP architecture for federation support requires sharing ECS information belonging to participating operator with Leading operator. It is expected to configure leading operator ECS with infomration related with partner operator ECS. An OAM configuration is expected for the same. 

The following is the snippet from TS 23.558
“ECS profile of partner ECSs can be preconfigured in the ECS or can be configured by the OAM system. For cases where the preconfigured and OAM configured information is not sufficient or not available, the ECS may communicate with other ECSs, e.g. ECS with repository functionality, to obtain the information.”

This configuration is used in “EAS discovery via leading ECSP” procedure to discovery appropiate EAS on partner OP (refer to clause 8.18.2.3.2 of 23.558)

The following is the snippet from TS 23.558
“If the ECS does not identify any suitable EES(s) based on EDN configuration available at the ECS and UE’s location, the ECS determines a partner ECS that may satisfy the requirements. Based on ECSP policy, the ECS may use preconfigured or OAM configured information about the partner ECSs or ECS discovery via ECS-ER as specified in clause 8.17.2.3 or both."


The partner ECS info can very well be made available to Leading operator ECS using Federation Management procedures. The leading operator can then do the required configuration in its own ECS. The configured ECS information is updated as and when the federation relationship is updated.

It is suggested to agree on the normative requirement for this functionality.

In federation, the EAS requested by UE may only be available with the federated operator. The EAS discovery will fail at leading operator resulting in the initiation of discovering target EES and ECS belonging to partner operator. See clause 8.18.2.3.2 [2]. This will require configuring leading operator ECS with federated ECS information belonging to partner operator. The information may include ECS address (clause 8.2.12[2]), related EES and EAS etc.
The partner operator provides information related with its ECS as part of federation establishment. Based on the provided information required configurations can be done in leading operator ECS.
