3	Justification
RedCap is a lightweight network access solution aiming at scenarios with low-cost, low-power, and low-speed requirements, mainly applying to industrial sensors, video surveillance, and wearable scenarios. 

During Rel-17 and Rel-18, abundant SIs and WIs related to RedCap have been started widely by several TSGs including RAN1, RAN4, SA2, CT1, CT3, CT4, and CT6 with plenty of technical reports and normative works completed. RAN1 focuses on the physical implementations of RedCap and finishes TR 38.875 and TR 38.865. Following normative works have been finished in TS 38.211 and TS 38.300. SA2 focuses on the architecture of RedCap-related functionalities and finishes TR 21.700. Following normative works have been finished in TS 23.501 and TS 23.502.

Therefore, considering previous outputs being competed by other TSGs, functionalities related to RedCap feature have been identified. SA5 is supposed to start the study the potential effects for OAM and possible management requirements of normative scenarios to promote RedCap supporting vertical.

· Investigate the metrics for resource load of RedCap network;
· Investigate new measurements or KPIs for Inactive UEs;
(3) Study the estimation method for RedCap energy consumption of network and the energy efficiency of RedCap.Study the performance measurement and energy efficiency for RedCap services
(4) Study what information about RedCap can be exposed between CSP and CSC, according to different RedCap use cases and different deployment scenariosStudy potential scenarios supporting RedCap-related management data interactive between CSC and CSP.
