4.x	Issues#4.X: Implicit IntentReport Subscription
4.x.1		Description
Intent-driven MnS Consumer may want to express an intent to obtain intent report instead of requesting to create an NtfSubscriptionControl instance. This requirement of Implicit IntentReport Subscription also meets the motivation of introducing intent-driven management service, increasing the autonomy and efficiency of network management. 
By expressing the requirements of IntentReport subscription in an intent, the MnS Consumer can customize the content of an IntentReport. For example, the MnS Consumer can specify the targets that need to be contained in IntentReports and the events that will trigger automatic IntentReport. Furthermore, the MnS Consumer can define the specific conditions that the MnS Producer needs to send an IntentReport. For example, the MnS Consumer can ask the producer to send an IntentReport when a specific target crosses the threshold.
This study is to investigate potential requirements and solution(s) to extend the generic information model of intent IOC to support Implicit IntentReport Subscription.
