Use case #x: Notification management for the cloud-native VNF using generic OAM functions

5.1.x.1
Description

In this use case the 3GPP management system can subscribe to receive notifications related to cloud-native VNFs events. The 3GPP management system can interact with a single notifications management function to retrieve notifications related to events and notifications exposed by cloud-native VNFs but also by different functions and does not have to subscribe to many different entities. A single notification management entity can be used to manage notifications, e.g. deduplication, grouping of notifications etc.
When an event related to cloud-native VNFs is detected, a notification is sent to the notification management function, the notification management function is expected to forward the specific notification to the 3GPP management system based on subscription information.
