3	Rationale
This pCR proposes to add a new use case and potential requirements to TR 28.879 [1] as part of SI FS_MExpo. The proposed use case is related to the following WT. 
WT-3 Exposing network slice management capabilities in network sharing scenarios:
•	WT-3.1 identify network slicing management aspects in network sharing scenarios beyond RAN sharing, e.g. backhaul sharing. These scenarios are motivated with the increasing tendency of telco operators to offload the ownership and management of access infrastructures on 3rd parties.  
•	WT-3.2 study the impact of these aspects in the provisioning (28.531) and the models (Slice NRM fragment and the information elements of a potential new management information model). For this work, NSaaS and NSSaaS description reported 28.811 will be considered into account.

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5.3.a Use case #a: Enable MnS Consumer to specify PLMN info as part of slice creation request
5.3.a.1	Description
The Network Slice Management Service Producer (see TS 28.531 [b]) allows its authorized consumer to request a network slice (NetworkSlice MOI, see clause 6.3.1 of TS 28.541 [d]). In network sharing scenario, each operator sharing the network will have their own PLMN IDs, and would need the network slices and network slice subnets to be created within their PLMN, and configure the NR and 5GC network elements and network functions to associate the S-NSSAI with the PLMN ID (see data type PLMNInfo defined in clause 4.3.41 of TS 28.541 [d]).Network Slice Management Service consumer (see TS 28.531 [b]) uses service profile (see ServiceProfile, defined in clause 6.3.3 of TS 28.541 [d]) to provide the requirements for network slice. 
Currently the attribute pLMNInfoList of ServiceProfile is a read-only attribute (isWritable=F). Hence, in network sharing scenarios where the network is shared with multiple operators with different PLMN-IDs, the Network Slice Management Service Producer is not able to identify the PLMN in which the network slice is requested, and not able to associate the S-NSSAI with the required PLMN-ID.
