All event format descriptions include the three following parameters :

· additional information

· additional text

· correlated notifications.

Since these three parameters belong to all notifications, it will more efficient to make them be managed in the Notification IRP that takes into account common parameters and mechanisms to all notifications.

An additional reason is that the management of Correlated Notifications parameter by the Notification IRP appears as mandatory to allow correlation between notifications from different types. 
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
