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5.4 Performance alarm management (Draft)

5.4.1
General

Performance alarm management refers to the control and configuration of performance related thresholds and the generation of performance alarms (the performance alarm concept is described in the new section 4.4 of the contribution “new text proposal for TS 32.104 up to section 4”)

5.4.2
Performance Alarms

Performance alarms are generated as a result of a value change crossing the threshold level of an observed counter or gauge (status inspection, discrete event registration). The performance alarm can be sent according to the Alarm IRP, ref [x].

Threshold administration

By using functions of the EM, it shall be possible to manage (e.g. set, delete) threshold levels related to e.g. a counter or gauge threshold, for which a performance alarm is generated when the respective value crosses each threshold level. 
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
