Results of SA#11 meeting on 19 ‑ 22 Mar 2001 in Palm Springs CA, USA on SA5 matters:

Approval of SA5 requests:

· all 32 Change Requests (CRs) submitted were approved;

· GSM 12-series (for management of GSM networks), assigned to SA5, should NOT be moved to Release 4. 
However, the fate of GSM 12.71 R99 (approved 06/00) was debated long. The SA5 Chair indicated that there exists as of now very little interest to LCS O&M and Charging exhibited by any SA5 member companies and SA5 expressed the wish that LCS AHG perhaps takes the ownership of GSM 12.71. The SA chair didn't think that the wish was proper. He pointed out that:

(1) SA5 is the group with the right competence in the O&M and Charging matters, and 

(2) if LCS management does not interest companies in SA5, it would do even less outside of SA5.

So, the conclusion was that SA5 will have to provide LCS management anyway, wherever the contents of the specifications are going to be contained.

NOTE:
Thomas TOVINGER stated that Ericsson will propose in CM a CR against 12.71 (now 52.071 in Rel-4) showing that the functionalities were included in other 32-series specifications in order to discontinue its transmigration in future Releases. 
Thaddeus KOBYLARZ indicated that he believed AWS is interested in charging for LCS. Thad promised to consult with AWS principals to ascertain their  position on LCS.

The intent of the liaison presentation was to gain reassurance that certain SA5.CB requirements, that appeared unsatisfied, were understood and that these requirements would be satisfied in the AAA accounting (charging) protocol.  The results of the IETF AAA March 2001 meeting were presented to and discussed during the CB RG meeting.  The CB members concluded that all CB protocol requirements can be satisfied by the proposed IETF AAA protocol Diameter and the liaison work has been successful. SA5 agreed the new structure of the SA5.CB charging specifications (TSs).  This structure has two major divisions: 

1)
a set of implementers’ guides and 

2)
an “umbrella” specification (TS 32.200) that applies to all of the implementers’ guides.  TS 32.200 is a tutorial to 
the charging systems to which the TSs apply and describes charging principles, architecture, requirements, etc. 

The implementers’ guides are specialised according to several criteria.  Operating domains is one criterion.  Hence, implementers’ guide exists for the CS Domain (TS 32.205) and for the PS domain (TS 32.215).  Because of its significant feature enhancements, the IMS (subsystem) of the PS domain has its own implementers’ guide (TS 32.225).

Another implementers’ guide (TS 32.335) will be created to expeditiously deal with charging for special types of advanced services that cross the boundaries of the guides cited above.  For Release 4, TS 32.235 will only address MMS charging.

The main subject matter of the implementers’ guides is to describe the charging data model.  An important part of the data model’s description is the Charging Data Records (CDRs) definitions via both ordinary language and formal syntax; e.g., ASN.1.  Protocol descriptions will also be provided when elaboration is needed.  Other aspects of the data model may be included if desirable.  

NOTE:
The acronym of CDR is now intended to represent “Charging Data Record”.  It no longer represents “Call Detail Record”. This will also be reflected in the 3GPP Vocabulary (TR 21.905).

SA5 agreed to the joint proposal of CM/FM that 32.106-series should be re-organised in Rel-4 as proposed in S5-010232.  Due to the growing number of specifications to model new services and resource models for CM, as well as the expected growth in size of each of them in Rel-4 and Rel-5, a new document structure is already needed in Rel-4. There are several reasons for this new structure. The main reason however, is to enable a more independent development for each part as well as a simpler identification and version number handling. Another benefit would be that for bodies outside 3GPP, such as ITU-T and 3GPP2, to refer to documents from 3GPP SA5/CM.

SA5 agreed that the Notification IRP and 32.106-8 (Name convention for Managed Objects) should be moved to a separate number series (32.300) used for specifications common to several SA5 RGs (i.e. FM, PM).

Other administrative issues

SA5 decided at SA5#15 in Alaska (November 2000) that:

· Reports from RGs to the SA5 closing plenary (at least an executive summary of 1-2 pages containing issues for decision by the SA5 plenary) should be provided to the SA5 Secretary on Thursday by COB (05.00 p.m.) at the latest. 

· RG meeting report (detailed minutes) – if not already provided at the closing SA5 plenary - should be made available within one (1) week of the meting close date.

· The SA5 closing plenary should start on the last day, i.e. Friday, morning at 08.00 a.m. sharp.

· Social events on Thursday evening, before the SA5 closing plenary, should be avoided.

· SA5 management team (Chair, Vice-Chair, Rapporteurs, Secretary) meetings should be held at least once during the SA5 plenary meetings as early as possible during the respective week (e.g. on Monday at 6 p.m. sharp).

· The RGs and the SA5 plenary should regularly review the Work Plan & the WID at each and every SA5 plenary.

The SA5 re-endorsed at SA5#15 in Alaska (November 2000) the already agreed SA5 Working Procedures in S5-99112, which are reproduced below for reference:

1. Any document that is to be presented at the next meeting for information or review must be made available via the SA5 e‑mail five (5) working days before the meeting. 

2. Baseline documents, which have changes agreed during a meeting, are to be updated by the Rapporteur with revision bars and made available via the SA5 e-mail list within two (2) weeks of the meeting close date.

3. New contributions for existing baseline documents should not contain any previous revision bars.

4. Meeting Reports are to be made available via the SA5 e-mail list within two (2) weeks of the meeting close date.

5. If a document is provisionally agreed during a meeting and approval is required before the next meeting, the document Rapporteur should:

· Make the necessary updates to reflect the agreement.

· Make the document available via the SA5 e-mail list.

· Allow a five-day review period before requesting final approval via an e-mail poll.

6. All documents for a meeting complying to rules 1& 2 above are to be made available on a local server by the meeting host.

7. Documents are to be made available to the meeting host on floppy disk in sufficient time to guarantee availability on the local server prior to meeting start time. This is the responsibility of the document presenter.

8. Any new documents (including amendments to already distributed documents), which have been agreed and made available at the meeting, will be made available via the SA5 e-mail list within 2 weeks of the meeting close date. This is the responsibility of the SA5 Chair.

Notes:

1. Documents submitted to SA5 not complying to rules 1&2 above will not be guaranteed discussion at the next meeting except at the Chairman's discretion.

2. If documents do not comply to rule 1 above and hard copies of the document are required at the meeting the responsibility for providing hard copies will lie with the document presenter.

3. Documents submitted to SA5 not complying to rule 1 above, but which are discussed and agreed at the meeting cannot be finally agreed except by following rule 5 (provisional agreements).
