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T2 thanks SA5 for their LS on milestones and schedule for Multimedia Messaging Service (MMS) charging Technical Specifications (S5-010227 / T2-010326). 

T2 is pleased about the SA5 effort on service-specific charging for MMS and would like to take the opportunity to endorse the group’s planning for R’4 MMS charging specifications. In this context, T2 would like to confirm that SA5 is the only group that has been asked for providing charging specifications for MMS.

R’4 specifications of MMS are frozen and SA5 is understood to have more competence in charging specific issues than T2. Therefore, T2 supports SA5’s endeavour to define MMS charging principles, MMS specific CDR definition and transport for MMS charging in SA5 specifications. As a basis and reference for this work please find the attached suite of approved R’4 MMS documents, MMS stage 1, 3G TS 22.140 v.4.1.0 and MMS stage 2, 3G TS 23.140 v.4.2.0.

Also, T2 supports the envisaged SA5 schedule for MMS charging specifications. However, the principles of charging in MMS are expected to be closely related to the functional behaviour of the MMS service. For review and commenting purposes T2 would thus like to get informed about these specifications as they evolve. In particular, T2 would appreciate an opportunity to go over the first draft versions before these are submitted for information to TSG#12, mid of June 2001. Due to the tight schedule this group proposes to have an email review of these documents on the SWG3 email reflector (3GPP_TSG_T_WG2_SWG3@LIST.ETSI.FR).

T2 encourages SA5 to continue their work on MMS charging and is looking forward to a fruitful cooperation on the subject.
