TSG SA5 thanks TSG RAN3 for their extensive and helpful work on the UTRAN OAM Procedures WI and on TR 32.800 respectively. 

SA5 introduced all proposed changes into TR 32.800 which were made by RAN3 ( from the Beijing meeting 2nd – 6th April 2001) with some minor exceptions. For reasons of correctness and to inform RAN3 on the further development the SA5’s activities initiated by RAN3 are documented below.

Within the revised text of TR 32.800 from RAN3 it was proposed to introduce a generic blocking / unblocking procedure. The proposal in principal was accepted. However the related subclause was changed from a ‘normal’ subclass to an appendix. The reason for this was, that this procedure is the only generic procedure which is used as kind of a sub-procedure by several other procedures while the other procedures are specific. The change highlights this purpose.

RAN3 also proposed internal work of SA5 on some items. The preliminary result is as follows:

RAN3: Reports Relating to Network Performance – In clause 5.4.1, the reference to the operator having to know the services for each channel is not feasible.

Performance Management Reports – RAN3 believes that SA5 should consider removing Table 1 in clause 5.4.4, as this is out of date. However, SA5 should ensure that the TS 32.104 is consistent in this way with R99 and R4 of RAN3 NBAP specification 25.433.

SA5: In principal SA5 followed this proposal by removing the whole clause 5.4.4 for the R4 version. The reason for the removal is the first statement of RAN3 (knowledge of service for each channel is not feasible) which initiates some rework for R5. In general some of the reports where very much motivated by GSM reports and need to be updated. 

Please note, that the last SA5 meeting #20 was the concluding meeting for Release 4 leaving not enough time for extensive rework.

RAN3: Node B Swap – Figure 5.8.4.1 should be placed in section 5.8.3 as figure 5.8.3.1. Also it should be made clear in the document that this example is shown for the reason of re-parenting Node Bs efficiently.

- Node B Detach – As it is a permanent detachment of a Node B from the CRNC, RAN3 are concerned that it is not clear when the logical model of the Node B (including the cells) is deleted from the old CRNC.

SA5: These valid points require some rework, which will be done for R5. SA5 removed contents of section 5.8 for R4. 
RAN3: RNC Fault Handling Procedure – This example needs to be added to the Fault Handling procedures. 

SA5: This additional procedure will be introduced for R5.

RAN3: NBAP Alarm messages – The Reset procedure in both the CRNC initiated and Node B initiated cases needs to be added to section 5.9.3. 

SA5: Instead of that, the procedure was restricted to a HW fault. In this case a Reset is not needed. Rework intended for R5.

RAN3: Node B Fault Handling Procedure – This section needs to be reviewed by SA5. More cases may need to be added by SA5 for different Node B fault handling situations.

SA5: This will be done for R5.

RAN3: General – A review of the complete TR should be held within SA5, to correct any remaining errors and to reorganise the document, making it clear to those readers who do not have previous knowledge of the work. 

SA5: Partially done – room for improvement for R5.
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
