Let me update you regarding the discussion thus far this week at SG 4 in Geneva:

- The amendments to Q.816 and X.780 to specify coarse grained models via

the Facade concepts were agreed today; the fine grained capabilities

were approved in January.

- M.3120, the CORBA equivalent of the M.3100 NE and network level

models, was agreed today and most significantly will provide both

fine-and coarse-grained versions of each managed object

- Q.821 CORBA on alarm surveillance will be discussed next week and will

provide both fine- and coarse-grained models

- Q.822 CORBA on performance monitoring provides for the most part a

fine-grained model but is expected to be extended next week to include

the coarse-grained aspects. Also most importantly, many of the unused

and more complicated scanners in Q.822 will not be present, thus

simplifying the model and improving its chances of becoming a source for

the PM IRP.

All are expected to receive the first level of approval on 13 July with

the final approval coming via email by September.

And of course all coarse-grained aspects are due to SA5's influence!
