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1. Overall Description:

SA5 thanks SA1 for it’s LS S1-010869 on IP Based Multimedia Services Framework Report and the attached TR 22.941 (S1-01086).

SA5 notes your request for us to provide input to this document and have included work for this subject in our work task “Study of Charging and OAM&P aspects of IMS”.

SA5 notes that the document includes useful information relating to charging requirements in the Charging and Billing subsections of Chapter 8, Service Examples.  This information will be useful in elaborating the charging specifications for Release 5.  However, SA5 wishes to point out that Telecommunications Management includes aspects other than charging and billing, many of which are applicable to the services described in Chapter 8, for example 8.3.2 - High Level Service Description of Videophone service,  which falls into the category of QoS Management  and 8.4.6.8 - Distribution, downloading, terminal capabilities…which falls into the category of Subscription Management.

SA5 is currently developing the Telecommunications Standards for both these and all other management aspects of Release 5, in particular those for IMS and requests that the text below be added to the TR so that the reader can be directed to the appropriate Telecommunications Management specifications.

2. Actions:

ACTION: 
1. SA5 requests that the text below be added to TR 22.941 Section 8

The operation of IP Multimedia Services is dependent upon the correct configuration and resource availability within the network.  The fundamental capabilities of UMTS telecommunications management provides :

- services to its customers;

- infrastructure to fulfil them (advertise, ordering, creation, provisioning etc

- assurety eg Operation, Quality of Service, Trouble Reporting and Fixing  etc

- charging information for billing

These capabilities are comprehensively detailed in the UMTS Telecommunications Management standards and for details of configuration, subscription, QoS and charging management etc, reference should be made to the appropriate Telecommunications Management standards (see Chapter 5 – References).
