Declarations of SSEs (tdoc S5022014)

An IMS Rel 5 Update to TS32.102 (CR S5-020170) was submitted, discussed and accepted at the SA5#26 Miami meeting. The reference document (TS23.002 v.5.5.0 “3GPP Network architecture, Release 5”) for the CR was presented at the meeting and discussed offline. Probable inconsistencies in TS23.002 were identified and brought up as a potential Liaison to SA1. It was decided to study this further.
Tdoc S5A020121 was presented and it was concluded that the top-level focus in TS23.002 Clause 4 and 4a is the split between BASIC and SPECIFIC entities of the mobile system, not CN / AN or CS/PS/IMS domain relationships.

The specific entities of the mobile system are declared as:

a) IP Multimedia (IM) Core Network (CN) Subsystem entities are parts of a special domain in CN, the IM subsystem.

b) All other service specific entities are also parts of CN but their domain relation are not declared in TS23.002. Potentially CS , PS, or common to CS &PS.
c) IM subsystem is not a part of the basic entities of a mobile system
d) The structure of TS23.002 makes it difficult to read, but no formal 

inconsistency can be identified – no need to submit a LS on this matter.

e)
The latest version of TS32.102 has to be corrected according to these findings. 


A CR to correct these inconsistencies in TS32.102 is planned for SA5#28.

1.1.1.2 Release 6

Feature:  Charging and OAM&P

CMCC Interface Specification Contribution (tdoc S5-020341)

This contribution described 2G and 3G Network Management Interface specifications developed by CMCC. 

The following documents were presented

· 3rd Generation Network Management Interface Technical Specification: Generic Management Framework

· 3rd Generation Network Management Interface Technical Specification: CORBA Management Frame and Solution Set

· 3rd Generation Network Management Interface Technical Specification: CMIP Solution Set
CMCC also outlined commonalities and differences between the CMCC spec and existing 3GPP specs and declared that Network management systems based on these interface specifications have been experimentally running in some places in China.

This time only the generic management framework was submitted. CMCC also has complete specifications on the management of core network and access network of UMTS ( including parameters of CM, PM and FM). That part will also be submitted to 3GPP some time later.

CMCC asked SA5’s help and advice on how they should move from their 2G to 3G Network Management deployment.

1.OSA Management

 It is felt that a dedicated Building Block is required for OSA Management, and a call for supporting companies &  Rapporteur is being made for SA5#28
