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1. Introduction
SA2 informed SA5 in the liaison statement, Tdoc S5-020201 (S2-020876), that it complied with SA5 request to pass the ICID to the GGSN.  SA2 has also clarified that the ICID is not transferred to the SGSN.

However, some operators wish to extend their existing GPRS charging procedures to apply also for access to the IMS.  These procedures imply to use primarily the S-CDR for GPRS access charging, while disabling the generation of G-CDR.  Therefore, for those operators it is desirable that the S-CDR shall contain all information useful for access charging, including the ICID.  So, SA5 thinks that it could be desirable to transfer the ICID to the SGSN so that it can be included in the S-CDR.

On the other hand, SA5 recognizes that the above request may not be compatible with other requirements, e.g. the use of Release 4 SGSN for IMS access.

Therefore, SA5 kindly ask CN4 to investigate the possibility for release 5 to enhance GTP such that the ICID could be passed from the GGSN to the SGSN.  If this request can not be fulfilled than SA5 will further analyze the need for such a functionality in release 6.
