5 Action items and report from the last meeting

5.1 Review of the last meeting report

The report from the SA5#23 “PM Concept and Requirements” RG (S5B010635) was reviewed, and it was accepted without any changes.

5.2 “PM Concept and Requirements“ RG action items from the last meeting

The action items of the last meeting of the PM RG and their status are listed below.
5.2.1 T-Mobil to provide an update of the “Performance Monitoring” WT

Not provided due to lack of resources.  The WT description was generated during this meeting, see section 7.1.2 of this report.  The action item is closed.

5.2.2 Ericsson will perform this action and, as a result, provide a CR to TS 32.401

The action to be performed under this item was to check whether last meeting’s proposal to align the “file format version” (TS 32.401) with the IRP version numbering as described in TS 32.311 was in line with the latest TSs developed in SWG-C.

It was proposed, and agreed to postpone this activity as it is related to the intended work on a PM IRP in line with the WT “PM result file management”.  See section 7.1.3 of this report for further details on the WT planning.  The action item is closed.

5.2.3 Nortel to provide an update of the “File format enhancement” WT until 3 November

Tdoc S5B010752 was provided at the start of the meeting.  Refer to section 7.1.1 of this report for further discussion of the issue.  The action item is closed.

5.2.4 Ericsson to provide a contribution for a new WT “PM result file management” until 3 November

Not provided due to lack of resources.  The action item remains open and is carried over to the next meeting.

5.3 Requests for SA5 action at SA5#23

None.

6 Liaisons with other groups

The group briefly reviewed Tdoc S5-010456, “Response from ITU-T SG4 (ls-24-4) to 3GPP SA5 liaison  (S5-010393 SA5/FM) on Progress on the use of CORBA in the TMN”.  The document was noted, as it requires no action from SWG-B.  The group acknowledged that ITU-T Q.822, of which SA5 was informed in the above Tdoc, will be taken into account when working on PM IRPs.

There were no other incoming LSs directed at the “PM concept and requirements” RG.  The group also does not suggest any LS to be sent out.

7 Discussion of agenda items

This section of the report presents the RG’s discussions and agreements on contributions pertaining to the agenda items listed in section 3 above.

7.1 Release 5 work plan

7.1.1 WT “File format and measurement template enhancement”

An updated WT “File format and measurement template enhancement” was provided by Nortel in Toc S5B010752.  In line with last meeting’s decision, the scope of this WT was to be reduced to only contain the possibility for the inclusion of non-3G-standard measurements in the PM result file format specified in TS 32.401  This implies that the modified WT does no longer have IRP relevance.

The group reviewed the contribution and agreed a number of changes in sections 2, 3, 4, 11, and 12.  With these agreed changes, a revised version of the WT description was created on-line (Tdoc S5-010753), so that this WT is now agreed within SWG-B.

7.1.2 WT “PM Monitoring”

According to the decisions of the last meeting, this WT was to include the existing scope of work plus the details of using the Alarm IRP for the transfer of PM alarms.  As no contribution could be provided for the meeting, the group created this WT description on-line on the basis of Tdoc S5P000051.  The result can be found in tdoc S5B010750, so that this WT is now agreed within SWG-B.

It should be noted that:

· the WT description now clearly states that threshold management for PM alarms will involve the Itf-N;

· it is intended to create one or more new TSs/TRs for the PM IRP, in conjunction with the WT “ PM result file management” and SWG-C’s WT 18 “Performance Management”.  SA5/MCC will be asked to create these documents once the group has further refined the intended contents of these documents for Release 5.

Nortel took an action point to provide a contribution for the Alarm IRP detail specification regarding the transmission of PM alarms.

7.1.3 WT “PM result file management”

The status of this WT as per the last meeting is as follows:

“This WT shall pick up the tasks “Ability to select measurement results that are included in the PM files” and “Control of the transfer of PM result files from the network to the NM” from the old WT “File format enhancement”, thereby maintaining the IRP relevant components of the old WT.  Ericsson took an action point to provide the contribution until 3 November.  The new document will be based on Tdoc S5P010052.”

As the lack of resources did not allow the contribution to be provided (see section 5.2.4), the issue is postponed to the next meeting, where the availability of the contribution is expected.  It is envisaged to create new TRs/TSs for this IRP related work, see als 7.1.2 above.

The group confirmed the need to align this work with SWG-C, e.g. their WT 18, and that a joined session with SWG-C should be planned for this purpose.  However, at this time further preparation is necessary for the joined session to be efficient, and therefore the group did not determine a proposal on the scheduling of this joined session.  The joined session with SWG-C will be proposed when the issue has matured sufficiently in the group itself.

7.1.4 BB “Performance and Trace Management”

A draft of the Release 5 BB can be found in Tdoc S5B010644.  It was updated on-line by the group, the result can be found in Tdoc S5010754.  The rapporteur will clarify with the Trace rapporteur whether his WT is properly reflected, and some fine tuning of the trace related text in the justification section may occur.  The final version of Tdoc S5B010754 will then be forwarded, through SWG-B, to SA5 for approval.

7.2 CRs

7.2.1 Proposed CR: “Erroneous declaration in XML header”

2 correlated CRs where submitted on this issue, one for TS 32.104-1, i.e. R99 (S5B010742) and one for TS 32.401, i.e. R4 (S5B010743).  The reason for the CR is that the XML measurement result file header is incorrectly specified in annex A.3, and in TS 32.104-1 also in the example described in annex D.3. The word that follows the !DOCTYPE declaration in the XML file header must be a tag, declared in the DTD. As “MeasDataCollection”, which is currenty in the above places in the TS, is not a tag, it must be replaced with the correct tag, which is “mdc”.

The group accepted both CRs after some edtorial fine tuning.  The agreed CRs can be found in Tdoc S5B010755 and Toc S5B010756.

7.2.2 Proposed CR to 32.401:  “Measurement File Format Version (ffv), clarification of usage and alignment with general definition”

Not available.  See section 5.2.2 for details on this issue.

7.3 Impact of non-UMTS measurements on the PM file format as described in Tdoc S5P010033

The status of this issue is unchanged compared to the last meeting, as follows:

“This contribution shall be put on the next meeting’s agenda.  Email comments/discussion prior to the next meeting are invited”.

8 Any other business

None identified.

9 Scheduling of future meetings

The next SA5 meeting (SA5 #25) will take place from 14 to 18 January 2002 in Sophia Antipolis, France.  The “PM Concept and Requirements” RG plans to meet for three quarters.
