7 Discussion of agenda items

This section presents the RG’s discussions and decisions on contributions pertaining to the agenda as specified in section 3 of this report.

7.1 Work Task description (S5B010715)

The work task description was reviewed and accepted after some modifications. The main purpose of this work task is to list specific requirements, describe the applicable charging architecture and to clarify charging scenarios for the concerned domains and subsystems. 

This work task will only be directly linked to SWG-B internal work tasks. It was clarified that the work task is applicable to the CS and PS domains, IM subsystem and services. The picture describing the involved specifications was slightly modified. It was also decided that TS 32.200 will be submitted for approval by the end of May 2002.

This is an internal SWG-B document and will not be presented for the SA5 plenary.

7.2 Release-5 version of 32.200  (S5B010716)

This contribution contained a first proposal of the release 5 version of TS 32.200, containing changes to existing chapters and some proposals for the structure of IMS parts. Even if the changes were approved, the document was not considered to be mature enough to be presented to the SA5 plenary as an official R5 version. For next meeting contributions are expected in the area of IMS off-line charging (Ericsson, Lucent) and charging of location services (Siemens). An update is also needed to the existing charging architecture picture, as the gsmSSF is not visible at all. 

As a result of the joint meeting with SA2 regarding IMS charging, it is expected that SA2 will deliver an approved off-line charging architecture within the next two weeks. The work on on-line charging will still continue in SA2, as no agreement has been reached yet. Once the architecture problems have been solved, SA5 can continue the work on on-line, provided that the chosen solution is within the scope of SA5. As a conclusion, this means that it is very unlikely that SA5 will work on any on-line charging issues during R5.

As a result of the joint meeting with T2 regarding MMS charging, T2 will investigate the connection between the CS domain and the MMS R/S as this connection is currently missing from the charging architecture.

The approved changes will be tracked and documented internally in SWG-B until the document is considered to be stable enough to create the first official R5 version. The output document from this meeting, S5B010746, should be used as base for further contributions.

7.3 Definitions of charging terms (S5B010725)

The charging terminology was, one again, discussed. As there were two contributions (S5B010725, S5B010741) on the same issue, it was decided that a joint contribution will be provided by Siemens and Lucent for next meeting. If possible, the contribution should be discussed via e-mail prior to the meeting, in order to avoid long discussions during the meeting. 

It was generally discussed whether the definitions should be included in 21.905 or 32.200 (or somewhere else). The understanding in the group was that a possible way to document the definitions could be to include them in 21.905, but with pointers to TS 32.200 were the definitions actually would be explained. In this way, SA5 can have full control of the approved definitions. But this issue will be discussed further during next meeting. 

7.4 Charging Requirements (S5B010738)

Due to the reasons mentioned in previous rapporteur group report (S5B010638), it was decided that this document should no longer be maintained. It was also decided not to include it in any existing technical specification. The document can, however, be used for as guide and reference for further development of e.g. charging protocols.

7.5 Definitions of charging terms (S5B010741)

A joint contribution (Siemens, Lucent) will be prepared for next meeting. See also comments for contribution S5B010725.

8 Any other business

None.

9 Scheduling of future meetings

The next SA5 meeting (SA5 #25) will take place 14 - 18 January in Sophia-Antipolis, France. 3 quarters are requested by the ‘Charging Principles’ Rapporteur Group for the work to be done in Sophia-Antipolis.
