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Summary:

3GPP TSG-SA5 approved in the meeting #21 the updating of the Trace specification (12.08) up to the level of 3GPP Release 5 and to define the new functionalities that will be needed in the 3GPP Release 5 specifications. This document contains the proposed content for the S-CSCF trace record. 

Discussion:

In Release 5 new network elements are introduced like Serving CSCF and Proxy CSCF, etc. Tracing can be done in the P-CSCF and in the S-CSCF (see S5b010612 contribution from Sunsvall). This document lists the data items what can be included to the S-CSCF's trace records.
