· The conclusion of the state management contribution (C338) was discussed again, and we agreed that this issue should be considered by everybody before meeting #24, Siemens may update the contribution to that meeting or re-issue the same contribution. It will be put on the agenda for meeting #24.

Thomas informed everybody of Frederic Bonneau (Nortel Networks) offering himself to be a candidate for the second vice chair position of SWG-C. Thomas subsequently proposed Frederic to be appointed by Albert Yuhan (SA5 chair), and the closing SA5 plenary, as SWG-C vice chair. (Post-meeting note: This appointment was approved.)

4.2.1 Email discussion #1 (Terms of Reference and Name for SWG-C)

No comments had been received for this email discussion, so we agreed that unless any objections or comments are received before the closing SWG-C plenary, the current document (S5-010561_S5C010359rev1) will be put forward for approval by the SA5 plenary. 

4.2.2 Email discussion #2 (Working procedures within SWG-C) (S5C010426 ->rev5)

Thomas and Jörg presented their new proposal for a work procedure RG division, as a conclusion of the email discussions, in S5C010426. 

Comments:

· Siemens emphasised their request to avoid ad-hoc meetings and maximise the progress of the technical issues, and that we if necessary to be more productive, should have more parallel sessions in the future. They however agreed to the proposed procedure in C426 for this meeting.

· Everybody agreed to the need for avoiding ad-hoc meetings.

· We recognised the potential problem with having the driving company responsible for providing a person to be the Rapporteur, as he/she may be biased towards their own contributions. But for now we agreed that this is the best solution we can find. All Rapporteurs always need an agreement within the RG to get anything put forward to the plenary anyway.

Conclusions:

· The proposed work procedure in S5C010426 was agreed for this meeting (which was updated during the week to S5C010426rev5). If it turns out not to work well enough, we will evaluate this for the next meeting, taking comments off-line (e.g. via email). 

· Every “driver” company (as documented in the current WI description) is supposed to provide a person to be the Rapporteur of the respective WT.

· The Rapporteur of the general maintenance/improvement sessions labelled WTxx and WTyy will be allocated for each meeting, taken from the company with most contributions to that session. 

(Post-meeting note: Albert, SA5 chair, at the closing SA5 plenary informed us that TSG SA requires a somewhat more stable Rapporteurship; we can appoint/propose and change Rapporteurs as we find necessary/suitable, but all currently active Rapporteurs should be documented and reported to/approved by SA5 and SA)
· Convenors of the two tracks at this meeting were agreed to: Thomas Tovinger for Track 1 and Jörg Schmidt for Track 2. The convenors shall keep track (!) of the adm. planning of the timeline and room allocation for each track, in case a re-scheduling is needed. Jörg agreed to keep an up-to-date version of C426 available for everybody (final in S5C010426rev5).

4.2.3 Email discussion #3 (Release 5 work plan for SWG-C)

No comments had been received in the email discussion. We agreed that we will re-evaluate the work plan based on the progress so far, at the end of meeting #24.

4.2.4 Email discussion #4 (Appointment of specification Editors)

Conclusion: We agreed that right now there is no need to allocate special editors. It will be the responsibility of each driving company and Rapporteur to “protect the interests” of each contribution, making sure that the correct CRs are produced and put forward to the plenary, and correctly implemented in the specifications. And regarding the question of possible need for coordination between several RGs whose outcome (e.g. CRs) affect the same specification - that question we will deal with later if/when that situation occurs.

After some discussions we reached the following agreement: Ericsson will to the next meeting look at what is needed and propose an action plan for which documents need to be updated to the new IS methodology, and what is to be done, also proposing responsible persons.
