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7 Compliance and Conformance

This 3GPP technical specification introduces a CMIP notification service using indirectly the concept of EFD defined in ITU-T X. 734 [10]. This notification service is just an equivalent alternative to the event reporting management functions specified in ITU-T X.734 [10]. It is by no means the intention of this 3GPP technical specification to replace generally in all 3G telecommunication network management systems the ITU-T event reporting service [10] with this new CMIP notification service. Vendors and providers may choose either of these two services according to their specific requirements. An implementation may claim conformance to this 3GPP technical specification when it implements either the notification service functions defined in clauses 4, 5 and 6 of this 3GPP technical specification or the event reporting management functions specified in ITU-T X.734 [10].
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
