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Details:

IRP solution sets provide implementations of information services and network resource models defined in the corresponding IRP IS/NRM. So far the relations between different versions of IRP IS/NRM and the related IRP SSs are implicit, i.e. the latest version of an IRP SS is based implicitly on the latest version of the related IRP IS/NRM. There are two major problems with this implicit principle:

1. It is not always possible to update an IRP IS/NRM and all related IRP SSs at the same time. Usually the IRP IS/NRM is updated at first. Some concerned IRP SSs may be updated later. This means that the latest version of IRP IS/NRM and the latest version of the related IRP SSs are not always consistent.

2. For an “old” IRP SS TS it is very difficult, if possible, to find the related IRP IS/NRM TS since not all update of an IRP IS/NRM TS require updates of all the related IRP SSs and vice versa.

IRP SS TSs are not independent of the related IRP IS/NRM TSs. For instance, the containment (naming) relations among different MOCs are not implemented or documented in the Corba solution sets. For a change of the containment relations in an IRP NRM no update of the concerned Corba solution set is required. To understand a IRP SS the correct version of the related IRP IS/NRM TS is required.

This contribution suggest introducing a rule in the Clause 10 of TS 32.102 requesting all IRP SSs to specify explicitly in the Clause 1 “Scope” the name and the version of the IRP IS/NRM, for which solution sets are provided. This rule shall be applied from R5.
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
