· This contribution proposed text for both the requirements and the IS specification for Active CM that would assure that Active CM would not automatically apply to all MOCs. In the discussion, it was determined that what Siemen’s required was not essentially different from what AWS was proposing in S5C010404. It was then concluded that the intent of this contribution would be met by acceptance of S5C010404. 

· It should be noted that this contribution only dealt with whether MOCs should be Created, Deleted or Modified. The AWS contribution goes further. 

· The part of this contribution that provided text for the IS was not discussed in any detail because the AWS contribution would lead to different text in the IS

· This contribution proposed that it must be specified for each MOC whether it may be created, deleted, or modified over the itf-N. It also proposed that default values may optionally be specified that may be used for creation and and/or modification. This was agreed.

· In discussion, the requirement was also added that default values may be vendor specific. Therefore it may be specified that a MOC has default values and then optionally specify individual default values. If a MOC has default values but the values are not specified, then they are supplied by the agent.

· It was agreed that these requirements would be stated in the Basic CM requirements, Bulk CM requirements, and all NRM requirements. The Basic and Bulk CM IS specifications should mention these requirements, but the actual specification for individual MOCs will be in the NRMs. NRM Solution Sets are also likely to be affected.

While there are arguments both ways, the RG agreed to accept the Ericsson proposal.
