3 Executive summary

The current mapping in the Notification IRP CMIP SS (32.304 v4.1.0) changed revolutionarily the way the EFD defined by ITU-T X.734 is used and is not supported by most important industry platforms. 5.1 Tdoc/item S5C010406 “Referencing ITU-T X.734” from Siemens
Di presented at first the background, namely the problems and the suggested solution, of this contribution. The current mapping in the Notification IRP CMIP SS (32.304 v4.1.0) changed revolutionarily the way the EFD defined by ITU-T X.734 is used and is not supported by most important industry platforms. This mapping doesn’t support legacy NMSs and is not acceptable to most telecom customers.

Gaetanno pointed out that TS 32.304 talks explicitly about different strategies and possibilities of mapping the Notification IS Operations to CMIP SS and the mapping recommended by TS 32.304 V4 is just one of these choices.

Jörg, Thomas and Edwin didn’t agree to simply reference ITU-T X.734 in 3GPP TS 32.304 and suggested correcting the design mistakes and producing a new mapping recommendation compliant to X.734 to replace the current one. The group agreed with this proposal. Siemens will make a contribution to SA5 #24 meeting to propose a new mapping in TS 32.304 to replace the old one.
