4.1 Tdoc/item S5C010348

This document contained a proposal for the requirements for Inventory Management.

Is download of inventory data required, or useful?  This could be useful for passive equipment (rack, shelf) data.

What is the definition and scope of Inventory Management, inventory data,  and its relation to CM and equipment management? A complete list of inventory data items (e.g. board id, serial number, version number) should be specified in the requirements.

Siemens and Nortel Networks objected to requirement 6 (that a new inventory specific notification should be automatically sent when a board is changed).  It was stated that this was not feasible and that this information could be obtained by e.g. a State Change report when a new board is inserted and by the NM performing a Get operation for obtaining the inventory data for the board.  This subject is for further discussion as this is an important requirement for operators.

The requirements should also include transaction based methods for obtaining inventory data (currently only file based inventory data transfers are specified).

Requirement 4 – how does a unit know which cable and remote unit it is connected to?  The meaning of physical topology should be clarified.

An e-mail discussion should be conducted and an updated requirements document submitted for the next meeting.

4.2 Tdoc/item S5C010422

Notes of S5C010422 OSSJ Inventory Management Requirements Contribution review:

Trevor presented the contribution putting it in the context that is was based on OSSJ Inventory management API requirements and should be considered in conjunction with SC5010348 from T-Mobil. Some of the requirements are specific to OSSJ API application requirements and as such many be ignored in the context of SA5 Inventory Management Requirements.

Action Trevor:1/ Trevor will extract from the OSSJ requirements the requirements that should be considered by 3GPP SA5 SWG-C in form consistent with the level normally used in IRP requirement using terms familiar and easily understood by all SWG-C members. These will be added to the requirements drafted in by Tapinder in current draft S5C010348 and included in new contribution for further review.

Action item - It was suggested example Inventory Management use cases need to be provided. These will be worked in time for the next meeting so a better understanding of Inventory management can be gained by the group.

Action All:: 3/ After a complete set of Inventory management requirements have been identified, the next step should be to discuss these and identify which services need to be supported over Itf-N. By default not all inventory management services or requirements need to be supported over Itf-N.

Edwin expressed the opinion the requirements and usage of Inventory management need to be consider without trying at the same time to identify the solution and differences between existing IRPs. This should be done as next step. At a later stage it may be possible to base a solution off existing IRPs, e.g. by extending CM IS and/or NRMs.

Several of the concepts and requirements introduced in the OSSJ requirements were thought to be of interest and should be considered as part of the overall requirement. The concept of templates is new to SA5, thought to be of value to SA5 SWG-C and should be discussed further after Trevor has clarified in requirements for SWG-C that will be included in the new contribution.
