5.1 S5C020123: Update of new TS 32.321: “Test Management IRP: Requirements”
The document was not treated due to lack of time.

5.2 S5C020124: Update of new TS 32.322: “Test Management IRP: IS”
The document was discussed together with S5C020106. The following issues were agreed upon

· Test sessions shall not be supported. Everything that is related to test sessions shall be removed from the specifications.

· Each test shall have one and only one associated test object (independent tests).

· In the class diagram the IOC MORT and the IOC TestActivity shall be added.

· The conditional attribute additionalInformation shall be added to the IOC TestObject

During the discussion the following issues requiring further investigation were identified:

· Clarify the purpose of the IOC TestManagementIRP and TestActionPerformer, especially to which IOC the operations defined in this IRP shall be directed to and if the operations can be directed to only one or to more IOCs

· Clarify if the notion of test categories as defined in ITU-T shall be supported or not. If yes shall test category specific TOs be introduced.

· Clarify if the TO shall support operationalState and proceduralState

· Clarify if it shall be possible that one MORT is subject to different tests at the same time

· Clarify the cardinality between the test object and the MORT
