4 Review of release 05/ WT08 input documents 

4.1 Tdoc S5C02004:

Revision 1 was approved with changes to the front page.

4.2 Tdoc S5C020136:

This contribution from Motorola contained the results of the e-mail discussion on Bulk CM Activation modes and pre-checking,  including items discussed and agreed at the previous meetings.  The following conclusions and comments were made regarding this contribution: The updated CR for #27 will be produced to reflect these.

1)It was noted that a fallback behaviour after pre-activation (when no changes can been made to the operational network) was different from a fallback behaviour after activation (when changes may have been made to the operational network).  The contribution for #27 will be revised to take account and clarify this.

2) End Session should result in all reserved resources associated with a session being released. Expand and clarify.

3) Change the name of the ‘pre-check’ operation to ‘validate’.

4) The definition of checking degree for pre-activate should be clarified and made more precise and best name for parameter chosen (John, Trevor).

5) Generic IRP aspects will be inherited by Bulk CM. A note will be added to sub-clause 6.2.1 to clarify the implicit impact in lieu of the new methodology potentially making this more explicit.

6) A note will be added to Annex B to state that Bulk CM operations are not transaction based.

7) A few examples of exceptions will be included in Annex B.

8) AWS stated that a ‘Lock’ feature before pre-activation or activation would be useful. They may provide a contribution in the future.

9) 6.2.2.13: delete the sentence “If the fallback option is selected........”.

10) It was agreed that the abort session operation can result in operation partly realised or operation failed.

11) It was agreed that it should be possible to activate after a pre-check or pre-activation has failed or partly failed.

12) 6.2.2.13: change the sentence “The activation shall fall short of.....”.

13) Check Chapter 8 of all CM CORBA Solution Sets vis-à-vis Vendor specific extensions.

14) 7.2.5 Remove first sentence.

15) 7.2.5 Clarify “best effort” should be applied.

16) Clarify the scope of checking for pre-activation and activation in the context that ‘validation’ and pre-activation operation are optional for a session.

17) Annex B: Add text to give overview of how for a session, the state machine does not permit fundamental loop back.
