3 Review of release 05/ WT14 input documents 

3.1 Tdoc  S5-026024

This document contained the report from SA5#27 and was approved with some changes (in revision 1).

3.2 Tdoc  S5-026037

This document contained a proposal for modelling Inventory data in the Generic NRM and was discussed. Change the front page document reference to 32.622 version 4.1.0.

AWS expressed concern regarding Inventory Data Container,  i.e. this could be a proprietary solution.  It was noted that the Inventory Data Type attribute should be deleted from Inventory Data Container.

3.3 Tdoc  S5-026038

This document contained a proposal for modelling Inventory data in the UTRAN NRM.  It was commented that one or more IOCs (e.g. similar to Alarm List IOC) should be specified for defining the standard part of inventory data,  and that the Inventory Data Container MOC alone is  not enough.

Ericsson stated that a separate NRM (with IOCs) should be used for Inventory Management.

It was noted that notifications are not relevant for RncEquipment and NodeBequipment as inventory data is static. These should be deleted from the NRM,  except Object creation/deletion notifications.

3.4 Tdoc S5-026243

This contribution contained the IS for Inventory Management.  All operations should be put in one interface (not three as in this contribution).

Operation getNRMIRPVersion should be changed to getIRPVersion and this operation should be imported from TS 32.-312 (e.g. as for Basic CM using new methodology).

Delete section 7.3.1 (7.3.1.1 to 7.3.1.6).

Section 7.1 – show IRPAgent at top of diagram and then ImIRP Information Object Type.

Motorola and Ericsson stated that operations from Bulk CM should be reused/imported into IM IS.  A contribution will be submitted for the next meeting.

The group agreed that a separate IS document is needed for IM,  but this is only a working assumption for Ericsson. 

3.5 Tdoc S5-026150

This contribution was discussed.  Ericsson and Motorola will provide a contribution on an Inventory Management NRM for the next meeting.
