7 Discussion of agenda items

This section of the report presents the Rapporteur Group's discussions and agreements on contributions pertaining to the agenda items listed in section 3 above.

7.1 LS S5-020419 ITU-T SG4: Consent of M.3030, telecommunication Markup Language (tML) Framework

This LS has been distributed to all SWGs of SA5. The further handling of the LS, e.g. if SA5 should provide a common reply, had been discussed at the SA5 leaders meeting. A reply should be prepared during any of the two next SA5 meetings.

The rapporteur group would like to have some more information on the subject, especially on the benefits with using tML, provided by ITU-T SG4.

7.2 S5-028105 Proposal for a measurement file XML schema

Frédéric Bonneau (Nortel) presented this contribution. The contribution was not provided as a formal CR, but it is written as a base for a potential CR. 

Ericsson pointed out that the XML tags are more extensive in the XML schema case, compared with the XML DTD format. Nortel plan to provide for the next meeting an example which shows that the size of the meas. values typically influences about 97 % of the file size, and the size of the XML tags only 3  %.

Nortel pointed out that in case where there is one XML element per value the tags have been kept short.

Motorola wanted to have a more detailed description of the advantages of having the XML schema instead of the XML DTD format.

Ericsson asked if an XSD (style sheet) description could be added to the XML schema example. It was agreed that this should be added.

The XML Schema description should be aligned with the XML format specified in other parts of the SA5 specifications, e.g. the Bulk CM parts.

It was agreed that no CR to introduce XML schema description for rel-5 is to be released from this meeting. 

It was discussed if also tML would be a new potential file format for PM. The present view is that it is not motivated for PM. 

It was suggested from Motorola that from rel-6, if we agree on the inclusion of the XML Schema file format, the XML DTD file format should be obsolescent. This should be further discussed at the next meeting.

7.3 S5-028121 Description of Alarm IRP usage for Performance Alarms

The rapporteur group made a walkthrough of the CR proposal provided by Nortel Networks, also including a number of comments provided by Ericsson. It was agreed that it is needed to check the CR also against the 32.111-x specifications, to avoid possible duplication or contradictions.
A number of changes to the contribution were agreed by the group, and was provided in written form after the meeting to the author Christian Toche (Nortel Networks), who was not present during the walkthrough, because of a parallel SA5 leader’s meeting.

The rapporteur group did not recommend the release of the CR from this meeting, because: a) It is necessary to further check towards 32.111-x, and b) The original author, Christian Toche needs to be consulted on the new changes proposed during the meeting. 

The CR was also briefly presented during the SWG-C/D joint session, which was held May 20, 3rd quarter. An updated contribution is planned for SA5 #29 (see AP 28:2).

7.4 S5-028116 Draft TS 32.411 (PM IRP Requirements)

The draft TS 32.411, provided in a contribution by Ericsson, was reviewed in the joint session SWG-C/D, which was held May 20, 3rd quarter.

Comments received during the review:

· Section 5.2: Change “NRM IRP” to “Network Resource IRP”

· Measurement administration requirements are missing. 
As the definition of measurement administration requirements is not within the scope of any existing WI (work item) description for the PM Concept & Requirements RG, new rel-6 WI descriptions are required to cover this specification work. All RG members are asked to consider new WI descriptions for the rel-6 related PM Concepts & Requirements work. See also AP 28:3.

The draft TS 32.411 should be updated for the SA5#29 meeting. See AP 28:4.
