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Abstract:

The present document proposes a way of how to deal with CMCC’s specification, which is to be a parallel specification with current 3GPP’s specification.

CMCC’s specification and the current 3GPP’s specification are similar in functions, but totally different in interface definition styles. And it’s difficult to say which one is advanced and which one is behindhand.

CMCC’s 3G NM Interface specification is derived from CMCC’s GSM specification which was followed by several local and foreign vendors in China, and it has been tested and verified in real networks in China, and may be extended for usage of worldwide for both GSM and 3G network management. While 3GPP’s specification is also followed by several vendors in the worldwide, and it’s also difficult to discard any of the specifications.

It is suggested that both of these two specifications be available for members, which means they may exist in parallel, and operators and vendors may select the one they prefer.

As CMCC’s specifications have some benefits that 3GPP doesn’t have, it is suggested that one new work item be set up for further study of CMCC’s specification, so that both of these two specifications may absorb the advantages from each other.
