CPWP has studied TS 32.235 v 4.2.0 and thanks SA5 for enhancing the MMS call records so that they will be suitable for both, retail charging and inter operator charging. 

We have noted that SA5 and T2 aim at harmonising the MMS message size definition during their joint session on 19 August. We would like to emphasise that it is required that the message size used as a base for charging can be displayed to the user before the MM is sent. The harmonised definition of the message size agreed between SA5 and T2 should take this into account.

We have the following additional requirements related to MMS charging which we kindly ask you to consider for implementation:

· VASP MMS connectivity

In line with TS 23.140 it is required that for the scenario where a VASP submits/retrieves MMs via the MM7 interface call records will be created. We have not studied the scenario in detail but at first review the requirements contained in TS 23.140 seem fine to us:  I.e. call records created for VASP MMS connectivity should be similar in structure and contents  to the call records created for MMs submitted/retrieved via the MM1 interface and they shall contain an identification of the VASP and an identification of the VAS invoked. 

· Roaming Awareness

For implementing integrated service pricing it is crucial that call records created at  a service platform in the home network allow to identify whether the served mobile subscriber was roaming and to which network he was roaming to. Effectively this means that an identification of the serving network, preferably MCC/MNC, is needed on the MMS call record if a mobile subscriber has submitted/retrieved an MM. Where two networks interwork via the MM4 interface the sending network should be identified in a similar manner.   

We have not studied MMS prepaid so far and therefore have no specific requirements at this stage.
