3 Review of release 05/ WT14 input documents 

3.1 Tdoc  S5-026535

This document contained an updated proposal from T-Mobile for the Inventory Management IS.  The following comments were noted:

AWS proposed that abortUpload should be replaced by a Cancel operation (as in Basic CM) and the getUploadStatus operation deleted. This issue will be discussed next week.

Siemens commented that a common file transfer IRP should be defined (e.g. for PM, Test Management, Bulk CM).

Ericsson may want to change the uploadDataFile reference and want a time stamp in the inventory file indicating when the inventory was taken.

Should Notifications be supported for Inventory Management? This will be discussed next week together with whether these notifications should be supported by Kernel IRP or IM IS.

Sub-clause 7.1. Delete ManagedEntity.  Add ImIRP <emits> to Notification IRP Agent.  Change <mayuse> to <uses>.

Sub-clause 7.3. change “...when the task requested in the operation is complete, or failed...”.

7.4.4.2. Change notificationId to Mandatory.

7.4.4.2. Include “uploadAbortedByManager”.

7.4.4.1. Change ..”e.g.  the upload operation...” 

Motorola started participation in the meeting on 16th August.  They stated that a separate IS for IM was not acceptable and that Bulk CM should be re-used for IM.  Most companies will accept a separate IS for IM (or have no preference),  except Motorola.  It was agreed that Motorola will prepare an IS for discussion next week that maps/imports Bulk CM operations for IM.

3.2 Tdoc  S5-026538

This document contained an updated proposal from T-Mobile for the Inventory Management NRM.  The following comments were noted:

The userLabel attribute is currently defined as Read/Write,  but IM objects for Release 5 are read-only.

Sub-clause 6.2.2. Inheritance of Equipment and InventoryUnit should be from Top (delete ManagedFunction from Fig. 6.2.1).

It was agreed that userLabel, stateInfo attributes should be deleted from Equipment, InventoryUnit, etc.

AWS proposed removing VsInventoryDataContainer from Release 5 and only specifying standard parameters.  The group agreed.

Information regarding state of units (e.g. “under repair”) will be for further study in Rel.6.

Sub-clause 6.5.2.  Not applicable.

Figure 6.2.1.1. Put a Note 2 – “If a ManagedElement contains an Equipment object,  then it will also contain a corresponding Managed Function.

Remove “InventoryDataContainer” from sub-clause 6.2.1.

Check sub-clause 6.6.

Motorola stated on 16th August that this NRM was not acceptable.

It was proposed that the NRM for IM should be simplified for Release 5 and should only specify the InventoryUnit MOC.  This MOC should be contained in Managed Element and/or ManagedFunction type of objects (e.g. RncFunction,  NodeBFunction). 

The NRM will be changed as above and discussed next week.
