Motorola noticed that there is substantial IS semantics captured in the GDMO defined clause.  This way of capturing IS information in SS can be problematic in that the capturing may change the semantics of the IS semantics. Group agreed to add an independent paragraph at the beginning of each GDMO Defined Clause… “The behaviour of this functionality is defined within 32.111-2 - below provides an overview and CMIP specific semantics. ”
