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Trace Session: A Trace Session is a time interval started from the moment of a specific trace activation and lasts until the  deactivation of that specific trace .

Trace Recording Session: A Trace Recording Session is a time interval within a Trace Session

while trace records are generated for the subscriber or MS being traced. The triggering events starting and stopping a Trace Recording Session are defined in 3GPP TS 32.422.

Trace Reference:

The Trace Reference identifies a Trace Session and is globally unique. 

Trace Recording Session Reference 

The Trace Recording Session Reference identifies a Trace Recording Session and is unique within a Trace Session.
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
