5 Discussion 

5.1 Review of the last meeting report 

No corrections were given for the last meeting report S5-024306. 
5.2 Action items from the last meeting

Based on the LS (S5-020444) the action item #30-1was defined during the last meeting for a contribution on VASP charging definition for Rel-5 on Charging Support for VASP MMS Connectivity.  It was agreed by the group to provide a contribution for SA#18 approval and this action is still pending.

The action item #30-2, a consequence of LS S5-020515 on multiple codecs, is  moved to the IMS RG.

5.3 SWG-B Review of the input documents

The SC RG meeting was started with Tdoc S5-024323. This CR for Rel-4 on ‘Interface between the CS domain and the Service domain in the charging architecture’ to add a connection between the CS domain and the MMS R/S to the logical charging architecture diagram in TS 32.200.  The CR was agreed with some small editorial changes in the cover sheet.  It was then also agreed to combine it with CR S5-024117, which add the gsmSSF and gprsSSF to the logical charging architecture diagram in TS 32.200.  This CR was agreed in principal in one of the previous meetings, but not finalized due to lack of time. The CR was merged with S5-024323 and shall result in a combined CR, which is provisionally agreed and shall be presented for plenary approval unless objections are raised once CR S5-024468.

The CR S5-024324, same as S5-024323 before.  It was agreed by the group to ask MCC to implement S5-024468 also for Rel-5.

The CR S5-024449 for TS 32.205 on ‘Corrections on MMS records ASN.1 definition’ for Rel-4 was agreed with small modifications. The updated CR S5-024476 is to go to the plenary for approval.

The CR S5-024448 is the same as S5-024449 for Rel-4 and in addition for Rel-5 only, corrections for the MMBox CDRs were added.  The CR was agreed with modifications and the updated CR in S5-024477 is to go to the plenary for approval.

The CR S5-024458 removes the Recipient MM1 retrieve request record trigger, so as to align Rel-4 TS 32.200 with TS 32.235.  It was agreed with some modifications, see S5-024478, to go forward for plenary approval.

The CR S5-024459 introduces the changes from S5-024162 and S5-024478 into Rel-5 TS 32.200.  It also adds the MMBox CDRs.  The CR was agreed with some modifications, see S5-024479, to go forward for plenary approval.

The Work Item Description - Multimedia Messaging Service (MMS) Enhancements for Rel-6 (T2 feature) S5-024455 contains proper links to SA5’s charging work, the contribution was noted no further action required.

5.4 Response on the incoming LS

1. The LS S5-020527 from SA2 to SA4 on “Answer to Liaison Statement regarding PSS Release 6 work programme” was noted, no reply necessary.

2. LS S5-020530 from SA2 on Draft Working Item Description PSS Rel-6 and LS response to: ”Answer to Liaison Statement regarding PSS Release 6 work programme” (S2-022050/ S4 (02)0375), and ”LS reply on Packet Switched Streaming (PSS) in Rel-6 Work Programme”  (S5-024235/S4(0)0376) from SA5.  SA4 asks for comments (if any) on the attached WID for the PSS feature.  The reply will contain the statement that SA5 SWB-B are submitting a WI “Charging Management” feature to SA#18, which should be listed in the linked WIs in their feature.  Our feature will contain a BB for Service Charging where a WT will be added for PSS charging.  Apart from that, we suggest that the section 7 “Charging” of their WI description is enhanced with some examples of the “various charging models”, e.g. time based, volume based, service usage based.  The draft version will be volunteered by T-Mobile and can be found in Tdoc S5-024469.

3. LS S5-020532 from CPWP to T2 and SA5 on “Re: LS on MMS Charging work progress (response to Tdoc S5-024241)”.  CPWP asks to consider for implementation the addition of the roamed-to network into the service CDRs (here: MMS), and the generation of MM7 CDRs along the lines of the MM1 CDRs, as laid down in TS 23.140.  The reply should include that the SC RG see the responsibility for the MM7 CDRs and is intended to do it, aiming at the same release as the requirements in TS 23.140.  It was also agreed to add the MCC/MNC to the MMS CDRs, however, the delegates of the group envisage the need to work with T2 (and potentially SA2) to assure that this information is available to the MMS R/S in a standardised manner, refer also to LS from T2 in T2-020810.  The content for the reply will be merged with the one to S5-020633 from the BS group, see in Tdoc S5-024470 from the BC RG.

4. The LS S5-020533 from SA1 to SA4 and SA5 on “LS reply on Packet Switched Streaming (PSS) in Rel-6 Work Programme” was noted, no reply necessary.
5. The LS S5-020534 from SA1 to SA4 on Answer to “LS on PSS Release 6 work programme” was noted, no reply necessary.

6. The LS S5-020546 from T2 to SA1 on Re: LS on Roaming Awareness was noted, no reply necessary.
7. The LS S5-020614 from BARG CPWP to SA5 & T2 on the MMS message size definition was noted, no reply necessary.
8. LS S5-020622 from SERG to T2, SA5 and OMA MMDC on MMS Billing and Charging.  They request a reply on plans of the group with regard to their requirements.  It was agreed that the reply should contain that on the Input chapter, section 2.1 - Support for Prepaid customers, the MMS Online Charging, is defined in the WT of the BB Service Charging under the Rel-6 WI Charging Management.  This WT will include their requirements, while the final set of requirements and the release date will be expected to be aligned with T2 and SA1.  For section 2.2 - Support for charging of Delivery Reports and 2.3 - Support for charging of Read Reply Reports, the group stated that it’s done for post-paid, and prepay it will be subject to the work described as for section 2.1.  For section 2.4 - Support for Reply Charging MMS and 2.5 - Support for Value Added Services, the group will expect guidance from SA1 and T2 based on their implementation of these new requirements.  The statements were collected for the draft reply by Orange and can be found in LSout S5-024471. The attachment to the LS “MMS information paper” will be analysed by Orange and the result presented at the next meeting.

9. LS S5-020623 from SERG to T2 on Liaison Statement Requesting Enhancements To The Specification Of MMS Server/ Relay To Provide Additional Functionality On The MM7 Interface Supporting Value Added Service Providers”.  Noted, no reply necessary.  However, an additional statement will be included in the reply to S5-020622 referring to the billing point in Tdoc S5-020623 (drafted by Orange), asking SERG to provide more info to help us better understand the requirement and whether it affects our MMS charging TS. 

10. The LS S5-020632 from BARG CPWP to SA5 on LCS charging (reply to S5-024342) was noted, no reply necessary.  The SC rapporteur will send an email reply to the LS author to state that we would welcome a presentation of LCS (charging) in Vienna, but we will not be able to discuss substance before next year.  We would also ask if CPWP could provide permanent support to aid in our work to write the required specification.  

11. The LS S5-020634 from BARG CPWP to SA5 & T2 on MMS charging based on SMTP codes was noted, no reply necessary. However, the SC rapporteur will send an email to the LS author to inform that we will analyse  this issue in detail and reply from our next meeting if needed. At first glance it doesn’t seem to be a problem as we are using application level return codes rather than SMTP codes.  The attachment of the LS will thus need to be further analysed by Orange and the result presented during the next meeting.
