4 Review of release 6/ WT04 input documents

4.1 Tdoc S5-026856
This documents contained an updated proposal from CMCC for CM alignment (Active CM operations) for R6.  Post-condition  for notifications of each activeCM operation in BasicCM IRP and one exception for createMO are added  in Active CM operations IS.
The following comments were noted:
Nortel Networks proposed that post-condition for setMOAttibute, which is attributeValueChangeNotificationSent to be changed into attributeValueChangeNotificationsEmitted.

Motorola: Last change can be applied to notification of all active CM operations including operations “DeleteMO”, “CreateMO” and “ SetMOAttributes”. 

AWS: Proposed this CR be used in R5 not R6.

CMCC: agreed this CR can be applied in R5

Nortel Networks: Need CMIP and CORBA SS in next meeting. Nortel Networks wants to do this. CMCC:  hoped to do this CORBA SS.

 Sub-clause 2 adds a new reference “3GPP TS 32.662: "3G Configuration Management: Kernel CM IRP: Information Service"”.
Sub-clause 7.6.1.5 “objectCreationNotificationSent” is changed into “objectCreationNotificationEmitted”. The definition is changed as “An object creation notification (as defined in TS 32.662) is emittedfor the created object, if notifiable. Notifiable here means that the notification is supported and not suppressed. “Emitted” here corresponds to the association stereotyped as <<emits>>  in 3GPP TS 32.662 [11].”
Sub-clause 7.6.2.5 “objectDeletionNotificationSent” is  changed into “objectDeletionNotificationEmitted”. The definition is redefined as “An object deletion notification (as defined in TS 32.662) is emittedfor each notifiable deleted object. However, if a complete sub-tree has been deleted, only one object deletion notification is generated for the sub-tree root object. Notifiable here means that the notification is supported and not suppressed. “Emitted” here corresponds to the association stereotyped as <<emits>>  in 3GPP TS 32.662 [11].”
Sub-clause 7.6.3.5 “attributeValueChangeNotificationSent” is changed into “attributeValueChangeNotificationEmitted”. The definition is redefined as “A notifyAttributeValueChange notification (as defined in TS 32.662) is emitted for the notifiable attributes of each modified object instance. Notifiable here means that the notification is supported and not suppressed. “Emitted” here corresponds to the association stereotyped as <<emits>>  in 3GPP TS 32.662 [11].”
It was agreed that this contribution can be submitted to group C for approve. For SA5 approval, CORBA SS is needed. Nortel Networks and CMCC promised to finish the CORBA SS. If CMCC don’t have enough time to do this SS, CMCC will ask Nortel Networks to do this work in SA5 #32. The number of this document is changed into S5-026872.
4.2 Tdoc S5-026857

This documents contained an updated requirement proposal from CMCC for Kernal CM Requirements where a notification, which identifies that part of or the whole configuration information of managed system needs to be synchronized, is added. 

The following comments were noted:

NOKIA: Proposed the explanation of the new notification requirements should be modified for fear of misunderstanding. 

Ericsson: the name of the new notification requirement should be discussed after having reviewed the relative IS. 

Sub-clause 4.2 the new requirement “A notification which identifies that part of or the whole configuration information of managed system needs to be synchronized” is redefined as “A notification which identifies that part of or the whole configuration information of the managed system has changed (most likely unknown to the IRPManager) and therefore may need to be synchronized”. 

CMCC: Suggest move the word “may” in the definition. The reason is that the configuration information synchronization is needed to improve the running quality of network management system. CMCC’s suggestion has not gotten agreement in c plenary meeting. It will be discussed in next meeting in Vienna.
