Justification

The interfaces from the core network charging function to the Billing System domain is labelled Bx, where x is equal to c for circuit domain, p for packet domain, i for IMS and m for MMS (service domain).   These interfaces are shown in TS 32.200 and mentioned in the appropriate stage 3 charging domain documents.  However, there are no requirements or specifications associated with these interfaces in most of the documents.

The Bx interfaces and protocols need to be identified since it is likely that the vendors for the core network equipment and the billing domain are different.  As charging issues become more elaborate, it becomes essential to define standards for these interfaces to ensure reliable transport of CDRs and compatibility in their processing.

Objective

The objective of this work task is to provide stage 2 requirements for the Bx interfaces and, based on these requirements, to define stage 3 specifications in all the appropriate charging functions in the domains and subsystems.
