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1. Overall Description:

SA5 like to thanks SA3 for the information on the IST operation.

Our preliminary investigation has shown that the usage of the IST function may not be properly reflected in the charging specifications.  SA5 is prepared to update the specifications to cover the IST operation.

However, it was questioned whether the changes should be done already for R99, as implied by TS22.032 v3.0.0 referenced by SA3, or if it is sufficient to make the changes only for Rel-6. On this issue, SA5 would like to get some guidance from SA1. 

It has also been brought to SA5’s attention that SA3 are discussing (via SA3 e-mail reflector) methods for providing duration/volume based limits via MAP messages, implying that this would be used for a service termination based on credit control.  From SA5 point of view, this appears to be the basis for some kind of prepaid charging function. If that is the case, SA5 would like to inform SA3 about it’s attached work item ‘Align PS domain online charging with WLAN’ that already covers this aspect.
