4 Review of release 6/ WTC1/C2 input documents 

4.1 Tdoc/item S5-026717/718 + 026864/ S5-026864 (Update 32.642/652 V5.0.0 to include notification tables)

Presented by Thomas – restated what was said about these documents in the Atlanta C1 session. The discussion has to continue here, with the goal to reach a final agreement. (864/865 replace 717/718.)

Comments:

Nortel stated that they want to keep the notifyAckStateChanged in the NRM tables, as in 32.622 and 32.63, with a clarification like the one stated in the C1 Atlanta report. After some discussions around this, we agreed to this, based on the principle that this clarification be made in the IS template in 32.102 (to be moved to a new document in R6).

Conclusion: 

· We agreed to add a new subclause in the IS template for notifications related to IOCs, stating something like  “for all notifications identified in this table, the MOC/MOI parameter indicates (identifies) the subject IOC instance…etc etc… <agreed to be drafted off-line by Edwin, Frederic and Olaf before the end of the C1-C2 session> 
Resulting proposal (to closing C plenary): “The <notification> sub-clause presents the list of notifications that can be emitted across the Itf-N, with "object class" and "object instance" parameters of the notification header of these notifications identifying an instance of the IOC defined by the encapsulating sub-clause (i.e. X.3.a).  The presence of notifications in the present sub-clause (i.e. X.3.a.6) does not imply nor identify those notifications as being originated from an instance of the IOC defined by the encapsulating sub-clause (i.e. X.3.a).” 
This text should be used for a CR to the IS template.
· Thanks to the above, there is no need to have any clarifying text in the note column of the tables for every notification.

· Given that the proposed IS template addition is approved, a number of changes are implied to  all NRM notification tables, e.g. the notifyComments notification should be added everywhere except for IRPAgent, and the notifyAckStateChanged should be kept everywhere except for IRPAgent. The CR to the IS template shall identify what are those changes implied to the NRMs.

· Update of all affected NRMs will have to be done later, by a number of appropriate CRs, when the new text in the IS template is agreed. 

Conclusion: Agreed to create a CR for the IS template in 32.102 based on the above text. Trevor volunteered to create this CR.

4.2 S5-026935 (Spec of Inheritance in NRM MOC CORBA SS)

Presented by Edwin
