· Need in "getIRPReference" and "releaseIRPReference" operations for a IRPManager-reference input parameter, for support of multiple IRPManagers; 

· Need for support of IRP-references dynamic allocation, resolved in the proposal by splitting the original "getIRPReference" operation and adding an additional "describeSupportedIRPs" operation;

· replace “iRPId” with “Reference” in releaseIRPReference operation because one iRPId may be mapped into several Reference;
· It is not that good to return the all the references of supported version when references are dynamicly allocated in the CORBA implementation. To separate the operation into two steps may be better.
[Editor Notes] in 3GPP SA5 #31 meeting, Siemens propose to clarify the concept of IRPAgent associated with the impact on CMIP solution. In this meeting we didn’t discuss the question.
